A biotechnolégia sziiletésének rekonstrualt torténete Ereky Karoly munkéssaga alapjan
Schopf-Merei Agoston /1804.-1958/ a MTA levelezd tagja /1835/, gyermekgyogyasz. Orvosi
oklevelét Paduaban szerezte meg, majd Bécsben volt gyakorldo orvos. 1836-ban ortopédiai
intézetet alapitott Pesten, amit az 1838. évi arviz elpusztitott. 1839-ben megalapitotta a pesti
szegény-gyerek korhazat, amely a hazai gyermekorvosi iskola bdlcsdje lett. Uttord

tevékenységet fejtett ki a hallgatozads ¢és a kopogtatds vizsgalati moédszer alkalmazasa
teriiletén, bevezette a korhazi kortorténet vezetését, a boOr alatti in- és izommetszés, a



kancsalsagot javito miitétek meghonositasat. O irta az elsd magyar gyermekgyogyaszati
tankonyvet. 1844-t61 a targy rendkiviili tanara a pesti orvosi karon.

A szabadsagharc alatt honvédorvos, az Olasz Légio orvosa, amiért Torokorszagon keresztiil
Angliaba menekiilt,. Manchesterben gyermekkorhazat alapitott.

A pesti orvosi karon 1805-ben Bene Ferenc orszagos foorvos javasolta- eredményteleniil - az
orvostorténelem bevezetését, amit 1827-ben Lenhossdk Mihdly, az orvosi kar igazgatoja és
orszagos foorvos megismételt. A pesti egyetemen 1835-ben megteremtették a rendkiviili
tanari rendszert, olyan tantargyak oktatasara, amelyek nem szerepeltek a kotelezd tantargyak
soraban. Igy elfogadtak Schopf-Merei Agoston palyazatat az orvostorténelem oktatasara, amit
a német- ¢és az italiai oktatds példajara kivant felépiteni. 1835 dszén megkezdte — sajat lakasan
— az oktatast 10 onként jelentkezett hallgatoval. 1836-ban cimzetes rendkiviili tanari cimet
kapott. 1844-ig adta eld a tantargyat, eredményességét jelzi, hogy az adott id6északban 11
orvostorténeti targyl avatasi értekezés sziiletett.

Each year the American Association for the History of Medicine (AAHM) offers an awards
competition for scholarship in the history of medicine. There are six different contests. Please
see the below descriptions for details.

Osler Medal Essay Contest, 2011. The William Osler Medal is awarded annually for the best
unpublished essay on a medical historical topic written by a student enrolled in a school of
medicine or osteopathy in the United States or Canada. First awarded in 1942, the medal
commemorates Sir William Osler, who stimulated an interest in the humanities among
medical students and physicians. The writer of the winning essay will be invited to attend the
2011 AAHM meeting, April 28—May 1, in Philadelphia, Pennsylvania, where the medal will
be conferred. Reasonable travel expenses will be provided, as will a two-year complimentary
membership in the AAHM. If the Osler Medal Committee also selects an essay for honorable
mention, its author will receive a certificate and a two-year complimentary membership in the
Association.
